From OKC or Tulsa OK: Take turner turnpike (1-44) exit at the Chandler, OK. (Exit 166).
After exit, go to the stop sign (HY 18) and turn North (left)

Go 1/2 mile North on HY 18 and turn Left (West) onto HY 890 (The Chandler/Bell Cow Lake sign
is at the corner where you turn West).

Go straight for 5 miles to the stop sign. (Do not take the curve to the right at about 2.5
miles. There is a Y, take the smaller road straight ahead instead of curving to the

richt and continuing on 890)

At the stop sign turn left (South) onto 3410 road. It’s a gravel road (there will be a Royal Ranger
sign directing you to the camp).

Go 1/4 mile on 3410 (gravel road) to the Camp Adventure entrance.
