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1.	 As a group, read Statement 1: The Scriptures Inspired of the 
Assemblies of God Statement of Fundamental Truths. Discuss 
what “verbally inspired” means. As a group, read 2 Timothy 
3:15–17; 1 Thessalonians 2:13; and 2 Peter 1:21. Choose two of 
these verses to learn and say to your group leader. 

2.	 As a group or on your own with permission of your parents or 
guardians, go to www.AG.org/ivalue and watch the four iValue 
videos (short version) covering the four Core Doctrines of our 
church: Salvation, Baptism in the Holy Spirit, Divine Healing, 
and the Second Coming of Jesus Christ.

3.	 Choose ONE of the four Core Doctrines of the church and 
develop a five to seven minute devotion on the topic. Use the 
guidelines found in the “Delivering Life-Changing Devotions” 
chapter of the Royal Rangers Leader Manual: Inspire the Jour-
ney. Deliver the devotion to your group, a Royal Rangers group 
younger than yours, or another discipleship group sponsored 
by your local church.

4.	 As a group, discuss what is meant by biblical genre. How many 
genres are there, and what are they? What unique character-
istics does each genre have? What special purpose does each 
serve? Which books of the Bible are in each genre?

5.	 Choose two Bible books from each biblical genre and develop 
a reading plan for each. You may not choose any of the books 
required in the blue Bible merit. Show your reading plan to 
your group leader and follow it until you have completed read-
ing the sixteen books. 
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6.	 Under the guidance of your leader, learn how to use the “Make 
New Disciples” tool. Practice using it several times with anoth-
er member of your patrol. Pray for an opportunity to use this 
tool to win one of your friends to Christ.

7.	 As a group or with a partner, create a biblical timeline from 
Genesis to Revelation. Use any of a variety of methods to cre-
ate this timeline, only be sure it is big and colorful. Make sure 
to include the following:
